He reported that the fire Department did an excellent job on May 20th. The mayor was there as the Emergency Management Coordinator. He assisted the resident in contacting Insurance company and communicated the situation to Code Inspection. Lengthy discussion followed. Code inspection posted the property as inhabitable until further notice. 
Mayor Browne met with Deanna Ferry, Manager Hilltown Township, he reported on the meeting. She discussed establishing a community partnership. Discussion included the extension of the walking path. We could aid in decoration for fall with scarecrows, a possible Five K race and other activities. The PA. Department of Community and Economic Development is performing an investigation into Hilltown’s Fire Department. The Township is revisiting their Ambulance options. Jim will also be having a meet and greet with Representative Shelby Labs.
