6. Fire Chief Report - Chief Seifert read the report for July 2025. It is on file at the Borough Office. The Truck Committee will be meeting regarding upgrades and apparatus for a new truck, details followed. Borough Office received compliance Audit. It is on file at the Borough Office. Mayor Browne attended the Fire House Banquet. Citations were awarded to honored Members by Representative Labs and Congressman Fitzpatrick’s office.
7. Ambulance Report- Report Chief cliff Mungavin, 134 and Assistant Chief, Justin Tuttle, 159 were present. Introductions were made and business cards distributed. Assistant Chief followed with condensed report for June. Complete document will be forwarded. 
8. Sewer Report - PWTA Representative, Jim Pruitt

He advised the Council that the gpd for June, was 44,750 excluding 
Hilltown Chase and Fox View Hunt. Minutes and flow reports from PWTA were 
distributed. There were no violations from the NPDES. The recorded 

level was 4.46 inches of rain. The UV Unit has been delivered.

15. Mayor’s Report – No Police report available. The mayor followed his report. 
Mayor’s Report July 2025
Penn Community Bank: On Wednesday, July 9th, I went to the bank to be added to the account(s) as a check signer. 
Resident Concern: On Thursday, July 10th, I followed up on a concern presented in June regarding the issuance of solicitation permits. A productive conversation was had with the resident regarding the matter. The matter is tentatively on the agenda for the Council to discuss further. 
Mason Square: On Thursday, July 10th, I sent an email to W.B. Homes President Christopher Canavan to introduce myself. I received a very cordial email in response. 
Mason Square: On Saturday, July 12th, I walked the property again. The property is still being kept neatly. Foundation wall forms were installed for the first building awaiting to be poured.
Potholes: On Monday, July 14th, 2025, I submitted an online report to PennDOT regarding the existing potholes along Route 113 / Main Street.
Oak Drive Water Connection: On Tuesday, July 15th, I spoke with a concerned Oak Drive resident pertaining to an easement and upcoming connection to an existing water main on or near his property. I was able to obtain some “unofficial information” about the situation and reported back to the resident. I believe his underlying issue was a lack of prior communication about the project. I told them it was my understanding there would be a meeting in the future involving HTWSA, WB Homes, & their engineers. I stated I would attempt to attend the meeting and make sure the property owner is made fully aware of the pending work on or near his property. 
Explosions/Fireworks:  I was told of numerous complaints regarding the activity at the property on Walnut Street in Hilltown Township. I coordinated with Council Member Gunter to facilitate the Sterling Knoll complaints getting to Hilltown Township officials. The overall consensus in speaking with people and monitoring social media was frustration with Hilltown Township Police/Twp officials. I communicated with Chief Engelhardt several times. He was very responsive and stated that the police department and potentially the township are working to address the matter. 
Engineering: On Wednesday, July 23rd, I sent an email to engineer Steve Baluh to introduce myself. I requested an update on the status of the following matters: Silver Street Park final plans, costs, and permit(s) status. Baringer Avenue project costs. Pending water and sewer projects related to the WB Homes project and the impact on residents, where the work is taking place. I did not receive a response, but he did respond to Lisa and provided some information.
Silverdale Volunteer Fire Company: On Saturday, July 26th, I was invited to the Fire Company's annual banquet/gathering. The event was held at Bishop Estate Vineyard & Winery. Congressman Brian Fitzpatrick and Representative Shelby Labs were in attendance to present several awards to the members. Thank you for the invitation to enjoy a nice evening out. 
Main Street Fire 6/17/24: According to online records, Hilltown Township Police made an arrest as a result of the investigation into the origin of the fire. The subject was charged with Arson, Burglary, and Criminal Mischief. The subject is pending court proceedings. I sent a message to Chief Engelhardt expressing my appreciation to the police department for their diligence in the investigation that resulted in the arrest. 
15. Electric Light Committee: Everything is in working order. 
16. Street Committee: Baringer Avenue- took place with Engineers report.
Dave Alderfer reported that the inlet that was recently worked on Walnut Street located on the other side of the bridge has sunk. Secretary will contact Mr. Funk to make repairs. 
17. Finance Committee-no update.
18. Personnel Committee: no update
19. Community and Economic Development Steering Committee: update- meeting was held on July 29th,2025. All sponsorships are due by the end of July. At that point Secretary will proceed with ordering banners, as well as novelty items to sell for the event. 
The committee is recommending two unique designs. They were shown to Council. 
Committee is planning to offer free pumpkin painting, face painting, Italian ice to be handed out by Mayor Browne and family, and hayride. 
President Montgomery provided information from PennDOT on signage. She followed with an explanation.

Detweiller Property- Town Center Concept

Mr. Detwiler has met with a potential developer regarding his property. Offers are being discussed. Updates will follow as communications continue. Mr. Barth was contacted by an additional developer’s attorney expressing interest in the property.

Governor’s Grant; twenty million dollars available to towns for private investment for town centers. It is a revolving loan fund. Application must be submitted by August 30th, 2025. The secretary asked Mayor Browne for his input. 
Silverdale Homes, LLC. Mr. Josh Moser, owner of two properties on Main Street that are in the Mixed-Use Overlay, has listed a section of the parcel. His plan is to keep the house as a rental and have a Minor Subdivision Land Development proceeding to do a lot line adjustment to sell the larger parcel. Property is under contract contingent on approval of the allowability of the use. The purchaser was in the office. He collects and restores old vehicles. He will be storing cars in the pole barn and would like to add an addition for the members of the car club he is involved with holding meetings. This would require a sewer connection and water hook-up. 
Silver Street Park Development: Engineer and WB Homes are finalizing plans and permitting for the project. We do not have a time as to when this will occur yet. All parties involved are proceeding with the required work so that we are ready to begin when WB Homes is available. 
The committee discussed the possibility of utilizing some of the red rock/shale from WB homes for the park. Example, plaque for Steve Cordell, decorative bed walls, etc. 
Dave Alderfer feels that this material would not be beneficial for the purposes needed for the park. The material is not strong enough. 
20. Other Business: Add Bryan Herrmann to Insurance-Not new hire, just coverage. Discussion followed, Mr. Herrmann performed mowing and park care last week. Mr. Herring was away for 14 days and had concerns about maintenance of Park facility. Herrmann performed work as Community Service volunteer. The secretary is requesting that he be added to insurance in case this occurs again.
