20. Other Business: Post Office- Secretary spoke with Post Office regarding future of mail. Mason Square will be using cluster boxes with delivery from Perkasie. The Silverdale Post Office is not making enough income to keep them open. Also, the US Postal System is going Bankrupt. 
Mayor Black, Secretary, Assistant Secretary; Sean O’Connor (Shelby Labs) arranged a zoom meeting with a representative from Brian Fitzpatrick’s office regarding the continued price increase on PO Boxes in Silverdale. Post Mistress has discussed the topic with her administration. Future options could be to have cluster boxes located throughout town. 
The Mayor and Secretaries stressed that our main objective is to maintain holding our Silverdale, PA 18962 identity. Whatever means must be met to accomplish this goal to which we are open. 
The secretary will prepare correspondence with Senator Coleman stating our concerns and objectives.
