Mayor Browne mentioned that the media has gotten involved and are asking questions about Chal-Brit.
Mayor’s Report March 2026
Limited Availability: Due to a situation, I was unavailable this month.  I want to thank the staff and council for their understanding.  I expect to resolve this later this month.   
Security Cameras: I have been in contact with Senator Coleman’s office to explore grant opportunities for security cameras, exterior lighting, and upgrading our IT.  We have a tentative meeting scheduled in the near future.
A council member was able to provide a picture of the possible suspect vehicle from the initial Suspicious Incident, after they observed it unoccupied in our parking lot.  I forwarded those pictures to the Chief of Police to be added to the original incident report they have on file.  Thank you to that member for their diligence. 
Chal-Brit Regional EMS Update: Thank you to Lisa, Darya, and Amy for jumping in earlier this month in my place to participate in a “Teams” meeting with the member municipalities (New Britain Twp, New Britain Borough, Chalfont Borough, Hilltown Township, Silverdale Borough, and Sellersville Borough).  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the EMS financial situation.  The member municipalities continue an open line of communication with Chal-Brit EMS.  I attended a “Teams” meeting today due to recent media inquiries.  There will likely be an article in the local news regarding the state of EMS and specifically Chal-Brit Regional EMS in the near future.  Chal-Brit is providing the media with a prepared statement that has already been reviewed by the member municipalities.  Chal-Brit EMS reported there is NO disruption of service.  At this time, the member municipalities are in a holding pattern as the Chal-Brit EMS board wants additional time to explore their situation. 
America250: On Monday, March 9th, I had a meeting with the Hilltown Township Manager regarding collaboration for America250 activity utilizing the two parks being spearheaded by Hilltown Township.  They would like to host a 2.5K Fun Run that begins at Fairhill Road Park, continues to Silverdale Park, which would be the turnaround point, and then ends back at Fairhill Road Park.  We discussed Silverdale possibly being a sponsor or if we wanted to host a hydration station at our park.  More information will be forthcoming.  At this point, Hilltown would like to know if we can collaborate on them using the park, and to gauge our interest in sponsorship or hosting the hydration station. Fire Company Easter Flower Sale: I stopped on Friday, and there was a steady stream of customers.  Thank you to the members for continuing this fundraiser, which certainly shows that it brings the community together.  
Point of Sale System: I would like to suggest that the borough reach out to Penn Community Bank and ask them to provide us with a presentation for a Point-of-Sale System, or we explore the “Square” Point of Sale System.  The Fire Company has the “Square System”. I heard several customers comment positively that they could purchase flowers without cash.  One thing that was mentioned several times at Community Day is that more people would have purchased merchandise if we had alternative payment options.  Several residents have also expressed the desire to pay for their utilities via alternative payment options.

19. Personnel Committee: update-Employee handbook, while reviewing the handbook Committee should verify federal and state holidays. The Borough office should adhere to these closures. A meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, April 14, 2026. 
20. Economic Development Steering Committee-update- Committee continues to work on grant application requirements. They are now recommending that we utilize the services of a Landscape architect if the grant is received. We have secured pricing from Phil Borreli, Borreli Brothers on trees, shrubs, native bushes, etc. planting of materials. He is not a landscape architect but currently works with the borough on leaf vacuuming and mowing the open space. He is extremely interested in providing the service. We have also begun securing pricing on benches, two picnic tables, and two multi-person metal swings (like the one in the Al Reese Park) The donated bike racks are being fabricated and will be delivered upon completion. Pricing for the Gazabo is being secured. 
Steve Cordell Community Park-

A recommendation by the Committee to seek Council approval to name the park The Steve Cordell Community Park was made and unanimously approved by the Committee. They are seeking support from Borough Council to proceed with this title and investigate securing pricing for signage.

Notice of reduction in coverage specifically for Cyber Liability, our current coverage is minimal compared to a full Cyber Liability quote, Ransom Ware would be covered. War and Cyber War definitions are provided. We still have coverage it is reduced to allow for the losses caused directly by WAR or CYBER WAR.
Insurance for Silver Street Park-estimated cost; Secretary sent Plans and correspondence with requested pricing and type of equipment that would be included at Silver Street Park. The addition of the possible ice-skating rink was included. Document was distributed to Council. 
Renewal for Borough Policy-May 1, 2026, to May 1, 2027

Secretary authorized renewing the policy for the Borough. All coverage was reviewed and adequate. New policy is being drawn up for continued coverage. If Council wishes to add the full Cyber Liability coverage, we can do so at any time. 
Pennridge Community Center Grant-Pennridge Community Center Modernization Project; Lowell Musselman, Peggy, manager and Dave Nyman contacted the office on a Thursday. Brian Fitzpatrick and Shelby Labs were encouraging them to apply for this project. It had to be done through the Municipality. Final submission was the following Wednesday at 3:00 PM. Congressman Fitzpatrick told them to make a wish list and ask for everything. We collaborated with them on Tuesday and Wednesday and had everything submitted for the deadline. This is how we assisted the Fire Department. 
The Application was distributed to members.
Lighting complaint- WB Homes; Resident complained about the excessive light coming from Baldwin Ways lamp posts. There is a row of homes still being installed there which should block the light. The buffer lines will not be completed until all homes are built. Landscaping will occur at that time. The assistant secretary was directed by Amy Montgomery, Council President to contact WB homes a second time, letting them know that council would like the lighting to be adjusted and altered.
