c. AMENDED AND RESTATED PENNRIDGE WASTEWATER TREAMENT AUTHORITY TREATMENT PLANT AGREEMENT

Mr. Grim was asked to review agreement and update Council on this document. He followed with an explanation. There are still some questions he would like to address. The big item is the voting procedures. Nothing in that area changed. The rerating of EDU’s was included. Capital reserve for improvements; they are allowing for capital improvement reserve, explanation followed. If instructed, Mr. Grim will contact PWTA’s attorney for clarification on the document and to confirm if any action is required by the borough.
9. Other Business: Included with Solicitors report.
a. WB Homes received approval for the first six homes that were submitted. Work will begin now. Mr. Funk marked all areas for PA One calls. Engineer Steve Baluh provided digital prints of storm and sewer system. Office had copies printed at Richters. They are now available in house. 
b. Mr. Detweiler has met with Developer on separate occasions with options for his property. They continue to determine the best outcome for all parties involved.

c. Mr. Josh Moser is selling his investment properties on Main Street. They are already listed on Realator.com. We have been receiving calls about allowed use. The secretary spoke with Mr. Moser. He is currently collaborating with an Engineer and is planning to do a lot line adjustment. Picture of planned split was distributed. 
Mr. Grim followed with requirements for a lot line adjustment and the process. He would have to file for a Minor Subdivision. If he sells it prior to taking these actions, the use cannot be promised to the buyer. Discussion followed. 
10. Community and Economic Development Steering Committee: meeting cancelled due to lack of attendance. Mr. Barth and Lisa Herrmann will be on vacation for the July meeting. It may be cancelled as well. All sponsorships are due by the end of July. At that point Secretary will proceed with ordering banners, as well as novelty items to sell for the event. What is Councils opinion on hanging banner on Main Street if the fire company is willing to assist. 

11. Activities Report- Lisa Herrmann- Secretary asked Mr. Funk to provide quote for additional Pickleball court lines to be painted on tennis court. Many residents have asked for another court. Sport has become extremely popular. Thank you everyone for assisting in putting out flags. 
12. Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer Lisa Herrmann
The secretary explained that with the current way the US mail system is working we are receiving invoices late and companies are not receiving payments owed until after the due date. She is requesting that all recurring invoices may be paid through the Borough Visa card online to avoid paying the finance charges.

Treasurer informed Council that all the Boroughs CDs were maturing on 6-15-2025. We received 5% interest from them. The best new rate that we could get was 4%. The treasurer authorized them to be rolled over for 12 months at the new rate. 
Treasurer and Assistant treasurer will begin work on the 2026 Budget. 
13. PACC Report: Minutes were distributed to members. Mr. Black has agreed to remain as Silverdale Borough’s representative. He comes prior to the meeting to get updates on all ongoing activities and submits a written report for Council.

PACC meeting June 26, 2025, Report
Perkiomen Watershed Conservancy presentation by Crystal Gilchrist regarding the Perkiomen Mapping and Flood Mitigation Study.

Silverdale Borough has in place Zoning, Subdivision and Land development, 
Strom Water Management, and Flood Plan ordinances that cover the need for Flood Controls into the Perkiomen Stream.

We need to encourage residents to strive to manage rainwater runoff from their property.

PACC is asking all municipalities to approve a resolution to support HB1152. This bill is to amend Act 284 of 1921, The Insurance Company Law of 2021, by adding a section stating that Insurance Companies must reimburse EMS Agencies for their expenses not the insurer.

12.Planning Commission; update, The Committee met last month. New officers were elected. There is no current business to address. The secretary will notify members that the scheduled meeting is cancelled. 
13.Mayor’s Report – Mayor Browne read the police reports for April, May, and June. They are on file at the Borough. 
Mayor’s Report June 2025
Silverdale Volunteer Fire Company: On Tuesday, June 3rd, I attended the company’s monthly business meeting to introduce myself to the members. I would like to thank them for the warm welcome!
Pickleball: On Wednesday, June 4th, I was contacted by an avid pickleball user requesting if the Borough would consider striping the other court. Another inquiry was if the Borough would consider lighting the courts. 
Potholes: On Saturday, June 7th, PennDOT subcontractor patched the extremely deep potholes on Walnut Street. It was reported that a Hilltown Twp resident contacted Representative Labs' office days prior and was told they would work to get the situation addressed. There are still potholes that need to be addressed on Main Street. 
Resident Concern: A resident expressed concerns over the process of issuing a solicitation permit. The resident demanded to speak with the mayor about the matter. I sent an email to the residents on June 12th and offered to meet or talk with them about their concerns. I never received a response back. 
Police Report: Chief Engelhart provided April and May police reports. A meeting with the Chief has been discussed for the near future. 
Electronic Sewer & Trash Payment: On Thursday, June 26th, a resident contacted me asking the borough to consider an electronic payment option. They expressed that the borough bill is the only one of their bills they are unable to pay electronically. They were appreciative. 
Peddlers Permit: Secretary discussed a concern regarding the approval of Pedlers Permits being issued by Borough Office staff. These applications as well as the approval of Silverdale Fire Police to assist in other Municipalities events have always been issued by the secretary. A Resolution Naming Lisa Herrmann exists. This was explained to the resident. Recommendation is at our next meeting to make a motion authorizing both Secretary and Assistant to approve. All requirements are being met. Copies of driver’s license, reason for the action, what type of product is being sold etc. 
Action will take place at the next scheduled Council meeting on August 4th, 2025.
14. Ambulance Report- Report not received. Mayor Browne reached out to Chal-Brit. Currently his contact is Justin Tuttle, Assistant Chief of 159. They hope to connect within the next couple of weeks. 
14. Electric Light Committee: Andy Constanzer, school flashers were turned off for the summer. Everything else is in working order. 
15. Street Committee: Baringer Avenue- no update, Secretary has still not received final projected costs for project.
