CORRESPONDENSE – I just spoke to Jake, WB Homes, about the schedule for sewer work in Main St. They have been delayed by vacations and material supplies. As previously discussed, they will also follow up with a notice for specific date for service interruption when known.
I also inquired regarding the water main second connection point issue. That still has not been resolved with HTWSA yet.
