He advised the Council that the gpd for January was 27,550 excluding Hilltown Chase and Fox View Hunt. Minutes and flow reports from PWTA were distributed. There was one violation from the NPDES. The recorded 

level was .92 inches of rain.
The bids for the new UV System were received. Blooming Glen came in as the low bidder and will be awarded the job.

by Wednesday. The council can approve them at April’s meeting. He will then record all plans once completed.

Mayor Black explained some of Perkasie’s needs for the future. The question for Silverdale is, do we want to investigate regionalization of local companies? Hilltown may also be discussing this option. Mayor black is personally not in favor of this. Explanation followed. Silverdale’s Fire Company has not discussed this. Lengthy discussion followed. · Perkiomen Mapping and Flood Mitigation Study

As discussed at the last Advisory Committee meeting, we are rapidly approaching the final phase of this effort to identify the most critical locations to address flooding and the possible mitigation techniques that would be required to do so. While this is a critical first step in addressing our flooding issues, it will need to be carried forward by all Perkiomen communities as we seek locations for mitigation efforts and continue to track efforts to reduce flooding. Your public, residents, and businesses will all need to be involved in addressing flooding issues. Let us do our best to help keep everyone informed.
