Mayor’s Report January 2026

PennDOT Meeting: On Thursday, January 8th, Council Vice President Dave Alderfer and |
were invited to attend a PennDot traveling town meeting with Representative Labs, Senator
Coleman, and representatives of PennDOT regarding roadway concerns. Hilltown Township
Police Chief Christopher Engelhart was present to represent Hilltown Township. | expressed
displeasure regarding the ongoing pothole situation. | specifically mentioned that the same
areas have not been addressed in over a year, if not longer. | recognized Representative Labs
for facilitating getting the worst ones filled on Walnut Street back in the spring. | expressed
frustration that they drove right past the other ones without filling them. 1 stated there is public
frustration over the online complaint portal. It was brought to my attention that PennDOT would
potentially reimburse the borough if we patched the potholes. | expressed support that
PennDOT should consider purchasing additional pump and fill trucks to meet the demand to get
potholes filled temporarily till repaving.

Snow Plowing Complaint: On Wednesday, January 21st, | spoke with a Sterling Knoll resident
who was speaking on behalf of numerous residents regarding the past snow removal
operations. We had a very productive conversation regarding the 2" threshold for plowing,
along with various other aspects of snow removal.

Neighbor Complaint: On Thursday, January 22nd, | spoke with a resident regarding a Wenger
Avenue property and various issues. | left a voicemail and email for the property owner to
contact me, specifically that a disabled vehicle needed to be removed once the Snow
Emergency is issued. The vehicle was removed, property owner neglected to contact me.

Walnut Street Utility Pole: On Saturday, January 24th, Hilltown Police contacted me regarding
the damaged utility pole at Main Street and Walnut Street. They received another call about the
poles’ integrity. | had also been contacted several times by a concerned resident about the
same issue. The Officer took the time and extra steps to notify PPL again. Within hours, PPL
responded to brace the pole. An email was sent to Chief Engelhart expressing appreciation for
the Officers’ above-and-beyond efforts to temporarily rectify the situation.

Walnut Street Crosswalk: On Tuesday, January 28th, | spoke with the Pennridge Central
Middle School Principal regarding the lack of snow removal for the crosswalk. He apologized
for the oversight and assured it would be rectified by the afternoon dismissal. | verified that it
was completed.

· 108 Parkway South- Ice issue- Secretary received e-mail. 
Good afternoon,
My name is Ed Maines I'm the Facilities Manager for life path 
I wanted to reach out about one of the homes we own at 108 West Park Avenue, Sellersville. We have an issue with ice on the road Infront of the home. I believe that is something you guys would take care of, correct? We had a staff member fall today. The water seems to be coming from the neighbor’s sub pump.
Secretary called both Sellersville and Lehigh offices for Life Path.  Did not get response from Mr. Maines. Secretary was aware of the fall; an ambulance was dispatched to the residence. She witnessed staff taking photographs. Secretary is also aware that the cars of the caretakers of the residence were not removed from the street during the Proclamation of Emergency. This caused severe ice and snow buildup since PK Moyer could not access the section where they were parked. She proceeded to go to residence to speak with staff. Secretary authorized Steve Moyer to go back and clear it better. There was a Maintenance person from Life Path attempting to clear. Cars were still parked on the street. 
Secretary spoke with Mr. Maines and explained all actions that were taken. He stated that he will ensure that cars are removed in the future and was appreciative of the way the Borough managed the situation.
